Domestic violence occurs in our communities at the same rate as communities everywhere. Why are people 
silent? There are no communities immune to the problem of domestic violence. Domestic and family 
violence occurs in all races, ages, and genders. It knows no cultural, socioeconomic, education, religious, or 
geographic limitation. 
 
In order to bring dignity, respect and safety back to our homes, domestic violence needs to be addressed. The 
community’s silence has done no good. Families are still broken and hurting. Children are learning that violence 
in the home is a “normal” way of life. Silence will not help them now.   
 
However, with awareness and courage, we, as a community, can take action. This action to assist victims can 
help save lives and bring about justice and healing. Our commitment to end domestic violence will help make 
true peace and bring freedom. The challenge is not impossible. For with God nothing will be impossible.” – 
Luke 1:37  

There is much we can do. We must not be silent! 
 
First, we can assist victims of domestic violence by educating our communities and ourselves.  Churches, civic 
organizations, and other community groups; as well as individuals can do this by learning about domestic 
violence. Knowledge is power! We can gain knowledge by learning the signs of domestic violence, by becoming 
partners with the local domestic violence agency, by attending educational programs or by hosting a 
community education event about domestic violence. We can also display awareness brochures and posters in 
our places of business, churches and schools. Pastors can speak out against violence from the pulpit. Employers 
can speak out against abuse in their work places. Schools can speak out against abuse in their schools and 
educate the children on healthy relationships. We must let abusers know abuse is wrong and will not be 
tolerated. 
 
Next, we can build a relationship with the local advocacy and crisis intervention program. Learn what resources 
they have and how to make referrals for victims. Then, support the victims.  We do this when we WELCOME 
them to come and share the issues of their lives with us.  LISTEN to those who disclose abuse to us. BELIEVE 
them when they say they have been abused. GIVE them resources and choices that can help them change the 
situation. HELP them to a place of safety and healing. SUPPORT them, even when they do not choose the 
direction we think they should go. ENCOURAGE them in their life, their faith, their hopes and their dreams. 
SPEAK for them when they cannot speak. We must not be silent any longer!

Educating ourselves about how to assist victims of domestic violence and welcoming victims to share about 

their abuse, listening, believing, encouraging and supporting is only half the battle. We must make sure the 

victim remains safe and their children grow up to learn that the home is a place of peace and safety.  As a 

community, we also must hold abusers accountable for their behavior. This requires us to take a stand. We 

must remember that we cannot look on as neutral bystanders, that we must not stand by idly and watch our 

neighbor be hurt and broken. God’s word tells us to “love out neighbor as ourselves.” Justice requires that 

abusers be held accountable for their actions. The issue of domestic violence must be talked about and action 

must be taken in order for our communities to have the freedom to be healthy, whole families. Will you join us 

today as we stand up for FREEDOM?  Will you join us as we show love to our neighbors?

In others, victims are lied to, assaulted, threatened or manipulated into 

working under inhumane, illegal or otherwise unacceptable conditions. It is a multi-billion dollar criminal 

industry that denies freedom to 24.9 million people around the world. 

Sex Trafficking 

Sex trafficking is the crime of using force, fraud or coercion to induce another individual to sell sex. Common 

types include escort services, pornography, illicit  massage businesses, brothels, and outdoor solicitation.

Labor Trafficking  

Labor trafficking is the crime of using force, fraud or coercion to induce another individual to work or provide 

service. Common types include agriculture, domestic work, restaurants, cleaning services, carnivals and more.

U.S. law defines human trafficking as the use of force, fraud, or coercion to compel a person into commercial 

sex acts or labor or services against his or her will. The one exception involves minors and commercial sex. 

Inducing a minor into commercial sex is considered human trafficking regardless of the presence of force, fraud 

or coercion.
