Hyde County FY2017 Audit

Stewart Hill of Thompson, Price, Scott, Adams & Company, P.A. presented the FY2016-2017 Hyde County Audit
Report. The audit includes narrative overview and analysis of the financial activities of Hyde County for the fiscal
year ended June 30, 2017.

Regular Meeting Minutes — Hyde County Board of Commissioners
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Financial Highlights

e The assets and deferred outflows of resources of Hyde County exceeded its liabilities and deferred inflows of
resources at the close of the fiscal year by $38,433,269. (Net Position)

e The government’s total net position decreased by $224,049, due to decreases in net position in both the
government and the business-type activities.

* As of the close of the current fiscal year, Hyde County’s governmental funds reported combined ending fund
balances of $8,985,099, a decrease of $85,490 in comparison with the prior year. Approximately 42.76 percent
of this total amount, or $3,841,780, is available for spending at the government’s discretion (unassigned fund
balance).

¢ At the end of the current fiscal year, unassigned fund balance for the General Fund was $4,278,297, or 32.70
percent of total general fund expenditures for the fiscal year.

Government-Wide Financial Analysis — As noted earlier, net position may serve as one useful indicator of a
government’s financial condition. The County’s assets and deferred outflows of resources exceeded its liabilities
and deferred inflows of resources by $38,433,269 as of June 30, 2017. The County’s net position decreased by
$224,049 for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2017. One of the largest portions, 76.29%, reflects the County’s net
investment in capital assets (e.g. land, buildings, machinery and equipment). Hyde County uses these capital
assets to provide services to citizens; consequently, these assets are not available for future spending. Although
Hyde County’s investment in the capital assets is reported net of the outstanding related debt, the resources
needed to repay that debt must be provided by other sources, since the capital assets cannot be used to liquidate
these liabilities. An additional portion of Hyde County’s net position, $3,560,289 represents resources that are
subject to external restrictions on how they may be used. The remaining balance of $5,553,935 is unrestricted.

The County’s property taxes collection percentage of 95.73% is lower than the State-wide average of 98.72%, and
is lower than the prior year rate of 95.86%.

Governmental Activities — decreased the County’s net position by $149, 943 Key elements of this decrease are
substantial increases of expenses in the Environmental Protection and Education functions.

Business-type Activities — decreased the County’s net position by $74,106. A key element of this was
expenditures exceeding water revenues.

General Fund - is the chief operating fund of Hyde County. At the end of the current fiscal year, Hyde County’s
fund balance available in the General Fund was $4,278,297 while total fund balance reached $6,741,813. Asa
measure of the general fund’s liquidity, it may be useful to compare both available fund balance and total fund
balance to total fund expenditures. Available fund balance represents 32.70 percent of total General Fund
expenditures, while total fund balance represents 51.53 percent of the same amount.

At June 30, 2017, the governmental funds of Hyde County reported a combined fund balance of $8,985,099, a
0.94 percent decrease under last year. The primary reason for this decrease was expenses exceeding revenues in
the governmental activities.

Hyde County’s Total Debt - decreased by $447,630 (5.52%) during the past fiscal year, primarily due to
principal payments on existing general obligation bonds of $144,243 and $113,380, in the governmental activities
and business-type activities, respectively. Additionally, there were repayments on qualified school construction
bonds in the amount of $200,180. A new capital lease was issued for $35,050, and capital lease payments were
made in the amount of $6,877. Various other repayments were made to revenue bond debt.

The State of North Carolina limits the amount of general obligation debt that a unit of government can issue to
8 percent of the total assessed value of taxable property located within that government’s boundaries. The legal
debt margin for Hyde County is $86,024,508.

Economic Factors and Next Year’s Budgets and Rates — The following key economic indicators reflect the

growth and prosperity of the County:

e Tourism is a major economic contributor to Hyde County especially on Ocracoke Island, which was named
America’s #1 beach in 2007.

e Ecotourism, including hunting, fishing and other more massive wildlife activities are major economic factors
for Hyde County.

e Agriculture, governmental, hospitality (tourism) and seafood are the largest employees in Hyde County.

This program is working to keep dementia
citizens in their home longer and help the community to be more aware of their needs and understand their value.

Senior Tar Heel Legislature

Jan Moore, Hyde County NC Senior Tar Heel Legislature (NC STHL) Delegate, presented report on the March 13-14,
2018 STHL meeting in Raleigh. Ms. Moore reported the State’s funding formula for Hyde County’s aging population
is off track. The STHL recommends that the General Assembly make available $5 million in the state budget to meet
the growing need for Adult Protective Services in North Carolina. During State Fiscal Year 2011-2012 of the North
Carolina General Assembly, $2 million was eliminated from the state budget. This was the only state funding
allocated to support Adult Protective Services in 53 county Departments of Social Services. Resolution to correct
State funding will be presented to the Legislature in June, 2018.

Sharon Gibbs, President of The Greater Hyde County Chamber of Commerce, submitted the Chamber’s request for
FY2018-2019 budget appropriations. Goals for 2017 include completing the new “Hyde County Brochure”, erecting
a “Welcome to Hyde County” sign and publishing a “traveling map” for the County. Goals for 2018 include a new
business directory and a billboard on Highway 64 before you reach Columbia, NC.

The Chamber requests funds in the amount of $20,000.00 for 2018. The funds will be used for the billboard in the
amount of $8,000.00 and approximately $2,500.00 for the business directory. The remaining funds will be used for
the operation of the Chamber itself and continued advertising of Hyde County.

State Aid To Airports Block Grant

Jane Hodges, Airport Manager, reported the NCDOT-Division of Aviation has completed its final review of Request
for Aid Application No. 1000006578 from Hyde County in the amount of $168,234.00 and it is approved to proceed
to the next stage of the funding process. Ms. Hodges reported Hyde County is a “Green Airport” and qualifies for
100% of the grant with no match. The approved scope of this work consists of Runway Rehabilitation and Papi
Replacement (design). The grant of funds shall include maximum funding obligations for State and Federal funds
which shall be:

State Aid to Airports: $ 16.824.00 (not to exceed 10% of the final total costs)
State Block Grant/NPE Program: $151.410.00 (not to exceed 90% of the final total costs)

Commissioner Swindell moved to approve receiving a 10% State Aid to Airports grant match in the amount of
$16,863.00 for the funding of Project No. 6237.57.13.1 and to authorize Chairman Pugh to enter into a Grant
Agreement between NCDOT-Division of Aviation and Hyde County. Mr. Simmons seconded the motion. The
motion passed on the following vote: Ayes — Pugh, Pahl, Swindell, Tunnell and Simmons; Nays — None; Absent or
not voting — none.

Albemarle RC&D 2018-2019 Request for County Funds
Tabled, request will be included in the FY2018-2019 Budget.

Executive Summary — Request for Funding
Kris Noble, Assistant County Manager, presented summary of budget request appropriations for FY2018-2019 from
the Ocracoke Occupancy Tax fund for the tram system to support the passenger ferry project.

Last year Hyde County received Ocracoke Occupancy Tax funding in the amount of $35,000.00 to support the first
year of tram service. At that time, Hyde County voiced the desire to apply for and utilize an additional $35,000.00
from the Ocracoke Occupancy Tax Board in this year’s cycle of funding to realize an entire funding amount of
$70,000.00 from the Ocracoke Occupancy Tax Board.

The NC Department of Transportation Public Transportation Division has committed to matching all local funds. The
total budget of $150,000.00 is slated to be comprised of a total allocation of $70,000.00 from Ocracoke Occupancy
Tax funding, $75,000.00 from NC DOT Public Transportation Division and the remainder of funding to be provided
by Hyde County.

Ms. Noble also reported Hyde County contracts with McClees Consulting in the amount of $25,000.00 per year. Ten
thousand dollars ($10,000.00) is being requested from Ocracoke Occupancy Tax funds and $15,000.00 being supplies
by Hyde County general fund.

Justin Gibbs, Emergency Services Director, reported on February 7, 2018 Hyde County solicited sealed bids from
qualified contractors, with experience in disaster management, to provide disaster debris removal services. The
propositioned contract could be activated by the County in response to any natural or man-made event requiring
debris removal services.

On March 2, 2018 in an effort to foster full and effective competition, Hyde County re-opened the solicitation for
sealed bids for standby/pre-event disaster debris removal services because of adjustments to the request package
during the original advertisement period.

In accordance with Chapter 143-517 of the General Statutes of North Carolina, Hyde County enters into contract
with incorporated fire departments to provide Emergency Medical First Responder services to an area of Hyde
County defined by the fire and mutual aid districts being served by the Departments.

Services Contract and Emergency Medical First Responder Services Contract with each Hyde County Volunteer Fire
Department contingent upon approval of recommendations from the County Attorney. Mr. Simmons seconded the
motion.

Bill Rich, County Manager, reported progress on the Ocracoke — Hatteras Passenger Ferry Tram Project. Mr. Rich
presented NCDOT and Hyde County partnership commitments and expectations for the tram operation project:

e NCDOT Commitments
¢ NCDOT commits to funding the tram service at ¥ the total operating costs up to $90,000.00 per year for the
following years — 2018 (partial year), 2019, 2020 and 2021. This commitment will be made each year based on
the costs in the contract award for operations.
® NCDOT has provided a draft Request for Proposals for tram operations to the County Manager for the county’s
use in preparing their proposal for advertisement.

° NCDOT commits to entering into an agreement regarding the tram ownership and operations.

e County of Hyde Commitments

¢ County of Hyde commits to funding the tram service at a minimum of % of the total operating cost required per
year, based on the awarded contract costs. These costs include all maintenance costs.

¢ County of Hyde will contract with a vendor to provide the service. This contract minimally includes the

maintenance and upkeep of the trams and trailers, storage, electric charging stations, hiring and training operators,

insurance as defined by the NC Utilities Commission, operation of the service during the contract defined period,

and meeting the insurance and the American with Disabilities Act (ADA) requirements of operating a public

transportation vehicle.

o

County of Hyde will publish the tram schedule and coordinate the schedule with the F erry Division to coincide
with the arrival and departure times of the passenger ferry.

The County of Hyde commits to meeting the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). Details about the ADA and
the public transportation requirements can be found on the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) website
(www.transit.dot.gov). NCDOT has worked with FTA to designate this service as commuter. This means
operating a deviated fixed rout or complementary paratransit are not required. NDCOT will create documentation
of this decision.

o

The specific ADA expectations of the agreement are:

°  Provide vendor oversight for the ADA requirements written in the Request for Proposal.

°  Commit to installing and maintaining bus stop signs at the eight (8) points of interest stops in accordance with
the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) bus stop requirements and all permits associated with the
Passenger Ferry project. Although the project permits do not allow any construction at the tram stops other
than sign installation, the ADA requirements state: If there is construction at any one of the “point of interest
stops” (e.g., a pad or a shelter), then the construction would need to comply with the bus stop and shelter
requirements. If locations are just designated as stops with signs and nothing is built, then you should pick
the area to meet the landing pad requirements to the maximum extent possible so you can safely deploy the

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lift or ramp, people can get on and off the vehicle, and people can get to the nearest accessible path of travel.
Since there are no sidewalks and everyone walks in the street, then the accessible path of travel would be the
street and riders who use wheelchairs would just have to be able to get from the places they are de-boarded to
the street, and vice versa.

The Hyde County Board of Commissioners will select a firm to operate and maintain Trams supporting the Ocracoke
— Hatteras Passenger Ferry. The term of the contract will be five (5) years with no extension.

Commissioner Pahl moved to approve and grant permission to the County Manager and Chairman to submit and
request advertisement (including local media) for Request For Proposal (RFP) to Operate Trams Supporting the
Ocracoke - Hatteras Passenger Ferry. Mr. Tunnell seconded the motion. The motion passed on the following vote:

EMS Station — Ocracoke

$250,000.00 with a total project cost estimated to be $350,000.00.

The primary goal of the Citizen Participation Plan is to provide citizens, especially low and moderate income
citizens of the community where CDBG-funded activities will take place, an opportunity to participate in an
advisory role in the planning, implementation, and assessment of the programs and projects.

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1. INTRODUCTION

Hyde County has designed this community-wide Citizen Participation Plan to provide for and encourage
citizen participation in the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program. This Plan is an
essential element of the County’s present and future community development process and has been
developed to comply with the regulations and requirements of the CDBG program as administered by
the North Carolina Division of Emergency Management (NCDEM) and the Department of Housing and
Urban Development (DHUD).

The primary goal of this Citizen Participation Plan is to provide all citizens of the community with
adequate opportunity to participate in an advisory role in the planning, implementation, and
assessment of the County’s CDBG program(s). The Plan sets forth policies and procedures for citizen
participation, which are designed to maximize the opportunity for citizen participation in the community
development process. Special emphasis has been placed on encouraging participation by persons of low
and moderate incomes, residents of blighted neighborhoods, and residents of areas where community
development funds are utilized.

Citizens are encouraged to participate in all phases of the CDBG program(s) and will be provided full
access to program information. However, final responsibility and authority for the development and
implementation of CDBG program(s) will lie with the County.

2. SCOPE OF PARTICIPATION

The County will make reasonable efforts to provide for citizen participation during the community
development process and throughout the planning, implementation and assessment of all CDBG
program(s) undertaken by the County. Local officials will make every effort to involve citizens in all
phases of the development, implementation and assessment of community development programs
including, but not limited to, the following phases:

a. identification and assessment of housing and community development needs;
determination of CDBG project(s) and documentation; and the development of CDBG
application(s);

b. changes and/or amendments to approved CDBG projects; and
assessment of CDBG program performance.

All phases of the community development process will be conducted by local officials in an open
manner. Citizens of the County are encouraged to participate at all levels and will be given access to
program information during each phase of any CDBG program as outlined herein.

3 CITIZEN PARTICIPATION CONTACT PERSON

Kris Noble, Assistant County Manager, has been designated Citizen Participation Coordinator by the
Chairman of the Hyde County Board of Commissioners and will serve as the contact person for all
matters concerning citizen participation activities. This person shall be responsible for overseeing
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citizen participation throughout the community development process and the implementation of all
citizen participation activities and functions, except those which may be specifically delegated to other
parties by this Plan.

The specific duties and responsibilities of the Citizen Participation Coordinator shall include, but not
necessarily be limited to: disseminating information concerning proposed projects and the status of
current project activities; coordinating various groups which may be participating in the community
development process; receiving written comments; serving as a vehicle by which ideas, comments, and
proposals from local residents may be transmitted to local officials and/or program staff; and,
monitoring the citizen participation process and proposing such amendments to the Citizen Participation
Plan as may be necessary.

The Citizen Participation Coordinator may be contacted at the Hyde County Government Center, 30
Oyster Creek Road, (PO Box 188), Swan Quarter, NC, during regular business hours. All questions
concerning citizen participation in the community development process should be addressed to the
Citizen Participation Coordinator.

4. TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE

The Hyde County staff shall provide technical assistance to individual citizens and citizen groups,
especially those groups representative of persons of low or moderate income, as may be required to
adequately provide for citizen participation in the planning, implementation and assessment of CDBG
program(s).

Such technical assistance is intended to increase citizen participation in the community development
decision making process and to ensure that such participation is meaningful. Technical assistance shall
also be utilized to foster public understanding of CDBG program requirements.

Technical assistance shall be provided on request and may include, but not necessarily be limited to:
interpreting the CDBG program and its rules, regulations, procedures and/or requirements; providing
information and/or materials concerning the CDBG program; and, assisting low and moderate income
citizens, and residents of blighted neighborhoods to develop statements of views, identify their needs,
and to develop activities and proposals for projects which, when implemented, will resolve those needs.

Technical assistance may be obtained by contacting the Citizen Participation Coordinator.

5. PUBLIC HEARINGS
Citizen participation in the community development process will be conducted on a community-wide
basis and will actively involve the views and proposals of all citizens, especially low and moderate

income persons and residents of areas where CDBG activities are proposed or ongoing.

Public hearings will be held during all phases of the community development process, as outlined
herein, to allow citizens to voice opinions and offer proposals concerning the development and
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performance of CDBG programs. Local officials will respond to questions and proposals from citizens at
each public hearing. Any questions that citizens may have concerning a program will be answered and
their comments, suggestions, and/or proposals will be received. Citizens may also express comments
and views concerning the community development process or any specific CDBG project to the

governing body at any regularly scheduled meeting.

Public Hearing Times and Locations

All public hearings will be held at times and locations which will be accessible to all citizens,
especially persons of low and moderate incomes, and residents of blighted neighborhoods and
CDBG project areas.

Public hearings will be scheduled for convenient times as determined by the County. Public
hearings may be held at any site which, in the opinion of the County, provides adequate access
for citizen participation.

Hearings will normally be held at the Hyde County Government Center, 30 Oyster Creek Road,
(PO Box 188), Swan Quarter, NC. This site is centrally located and generally accessible to all
citizens. This building is also accessible to persons with disabilities. Hearings may, however, at
the option of the County, be held at an alternate location to be specified in the public hearing
notice(s).

Application Public Hearing

One public hearing shall be held during any CDBG program fiscal year prior to the submission of
an application for CDBG assistance. The primary purposes of the public hearing shall be to
assess community needs and problems in an effort to determine the most critical needs to be
addressed by the CDBG program; and also to present for public comment and review the
program activities which have been selected by the County to resolve the identified needs.

An application public hearing will be held during the initial stage of program development to
discuss items regarding community development and housing needs, the CDBG program, and
the application process. The objective of citizen participation at this stage is to provide
meaningful, community-wide citizen input into the decision-making process during the
assessment of community needs and the consideration of priorities and options associated with
the development and submission of a CDBG application. Local officials will also entertain
proposals and comments from citizens concerning community development activities at this
hearing.

This hearing will normally serve to discuss and review the information appropriate for all
applications submitted by the County during any fiscal year. Additional changes in community
development or housing needs in the community as determined by local officials can be
addressed by a community meeting where citizens can share their comments prior to the
submission of other CDBG applications late in the fiscal year.

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Citizens will be provided with information concerning the CDBG program at this public hearing.
Such information shall include, but not necessarily be limited to: the goals and objectives of the
CDBG program; the total amount of CDBG funds available for the fiscal year and for the funding
round; the role of citizens in program planning, implementation, and assessment; the range of
activities which may be undertaken; the process to be followed in developing a CDBG
application; a statement that 100 percent of the CDBG funds will be used to benefit low-to-
moderate income people; the schedule of meetings and hearings; location where the
application can be reviewed; activities previously funded in the County through the CDBG
program; and an identification of projects which could result in the relocation of area residences
or businesses; and the actions that would be undertaken if such relocation were necessary;
provide citizens with contact information such as address, telephone number, and dates for
submitting complaints or grievances. Furthermore, the effectiveness of the Citizen Participation
Plan in allowing citizen participation in the community development process and potential
changes and/or amendments to the Plan shall also be discussed at this meeting.

The County may, at the option of local officials, review multiple CDBG project applications at
one hearing when more than one application is to be submitted during the same fiscal year.
Each such hearing shall be held prior to, and in preparation for, the application’s approval by the
County.

A second objective of citizen participation during this stage is to inform citizens of the proposed
project activities to be included in a CDBG application(s) and to solicit comments from citizens
concerning these activities.

Citizens attending this hearing will be provided with information concerning the CDBG project(s)
proposed including, but not necessarily limited to: the project application(s) to be submitted
and the applicable CDBG fund; specific project activities to be included; the location of the
project activities; the approximate cost estimate for the proposed activities; the estimate of
local match required; the impact of the project on low and moderate income persons; and, the
approximate application submittal date.

Amendment Public Hearings

The County will assure the opportunity for citizen participation during the implementation of
any CDBG program(s) when changes to the project are under consideration by the County.
Citizen participation shall be obtained and considered in any amendments to a CDBG program
which involves changes in dollar amount spent on any activity, changes in program beneficiaries,
changes in the location of approved activities, addition to or deletion of project activities, and

major budget shifts between approved activities.

To ensure adequate opportunity for citizen participation during CDBG programs, the County
shall hold a public hearing on all formal amendments which require the NCDEM approval. For
“local” amendments and changes for which the NCDEM approval is not required, input from

citizens concerning changes or amendments will be received at regularly scheduled County
meetings where such changes or amendments are considered.

Assessment of Performance Public Hearings

Citizens of the County will be provided with the opportunity to comment on the performance of

local officials, the County staff, consultants, engineers, and contractors, and the actual use of
CDBG funds during the implementation of a CDBG program. Citizens will also be requested to
assess the performance of the County in resolving identified community development and
housing needs, and in achieving its community development goals and objectives. Ongoing
community assessment of the effectiveness of the community development process is
considered essential to the success of the CDBG program.

At the conclusion of each CDBG project, a public hearing will be held to review program
activities and to assess program performance. This hearing shall be held prior to the submission
of the Performance Assessment Report and any other required closeout documents to the
NCDEM for a CDBG project. This hearing will be used to ensure community-wide participation in
the evaluation of the CDBG program.

Additional Hearings

Other public hearings may be held as deemed necessary by the County in order to inform
citizens of community development project(s) and activities, and to solicit citizen opinions and
comments. All additional hearings shall comply with the requirements set forth in this Plan.

Limited English Proficiency Residents

The County has followed the guidance provided in the Language Access Plan to determine the
need to undertake reasonable actions to facilitate the participation of persons with Limited
English Proficiency. Local officials will undertake all reasonable actions necessary to allow such
persons to participate in the community development process. Such actions may include the
provision of an interpreter and/or the provision of materials in the appropriate language or
format for persons with Limited English Proficiency.

Public Hearing Notice

Notice of public hearings must be published in a local newspaper of general circulation, in a non-
legal section of the paper at least ten (10) days prior to the hearing date, but no more than 25
days prior to the meeting date. Each notice of a hearing shall include the time, date, place, and
topics and procedures to be discussed.

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5.8 Accessibility to Low and Moderate Income Persons

The public hearing procedures outlined herein are designed to promote participation by low and
moderate income citizens, as well as residents of blighted neighborhoods and CDBG project
areas in any public hearing(s). Local officials may take additional steps to further promote
participation by such groups, or to target program information to these persons should
officials feel that such persons may otherwise be excluded or should additional action be
deemed necessary. Activities to promote additional participation may include: posting of
notices in blighted neighborhoods and in places frequented by low and moderate income
persons, and holding public hearings in low and moderate income neighborhoods or areas of

existing or proposed CDBG project activities.

5.9 Accessibility to Persons with Disabilities

The locations of all public hearings as described herein shall be made accessible to persons with
disabilities. The County shall provide a sign language interpreter whenever the Citizen
Participation Coordinator is notified in advance that one or more deaf persons will be in
attendance. The County shall provide a qualified reader whenever the Citizen Participation
Coordinator is notified in advance that one or more visually impaired persons will be in
attendance. Additionally, the County shall provide reasonable accommodations whenever the
Citizen Participation Coordinator is notified in advance that one or more persons with mobility
or developmental disabilities will be in attendance.

6. PROGRAM INFORMATION

Citizens will be provided full access to CDBG program information during all phases of a CDBG project. Local
officials of the County shall make reasonable effort to assure that CDBG program information is available to all
citizens, especially those of low and moderate incomes and those residing in blighted or Limited English
Proficiency neighborhoods and/or CDBG project areas.

To facilitate citizen access to CDBG program information, the Citizen Participation Coordinator will keep all
documents related to a CDBG program on file in the Hyde County Government Center, 30 Oyster Creek Road,
(PO Box 188), Swan Quarter, NC. Information from the project files shall be made available for examination and
duplication, on request, during regular business hours. CDBG program information and materials, concerning
specific CDBG projects will be available and distributed to the public at the regularly scheduled public hearings
as outlined in this Plan. Furthermore, information concerning any CDBG project will be available at regularly
scheduled council meetings where the program is discussed.

Materials to be made available shall include, but are not necessarily limited to: the Citizen Participation Plan;
records of public hearing; mailings and promotional materials; prior CDBG program applications; letters of
approval; grant agreements; the environmental review record; financial and procurement records; project
design and construction specifications; labor standards materials; performance and evaluation reports; other
reports required by the NCDEM and/or the DHUD; proposed and approved CDBG program application(s) for the
current year or project; written comments or complaints received concerning the community development
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program, and written responses from the County; and, copies of the applicable Federal and State rules,
regulations, policies, requirements and procedures governing the CDBG program.

In no case shall the County disclose any information concerning the financial status of any program participant(s)
which may be required to document program eligibility or benefit. Furthermore, the County shall not disclose
any information which may, in the opinion of the Chairman of the Hyde County Board of Commissioners, be
deemed of a confidential nature.

7. PROCEDURES FOR COMMENTS, OBJECTIONS AND COMPLAINTS

The public hearings scheduled, as described in this Citizen Participation Plan, are designed to facilitate public
participation in all phases of the community development process. Citizens are encouraged to submit their
views and proposals on all aspects of a community development program at the public hearings. However, to
ensure that citizens are given the opportunity to assess and comment on all aspects of the community
development program on a continuous basis, citizens may, at any time, submit written comments or complaints

to the County.

Any citizen or citizens’ group desiring to comment or object to any phase of the planning, development or
approval of the application for CDBG funds, or to the implementation of any CDBG program, should submit such
comments or objections in writing to the Chairman of the Hyde County Board of Commissioners. Should, after a
reasonable period, a party believe that his/her comment or complaint has not been properly addressed or
considered by the Chairman of the Board of Commissioners, then the aggrieved party may appeal his/her case
to NCDEM.

Local officials shall make every effort to provide written responses to citizen proposals or complaints within
fifteen (15) working days of the receipt of such comments or complaints where practicable. Should the County
be unable to sufficiently resolve an objection or complaint, it may be forwarded by the aggrieved party to the
NCDEM.

Citizens may, at any time, contact the NCDEM and/or DHUD directly to register comments, objections or
complaints concerning the County’s CDBG application(s) and/or program(s). Citizens are encouraged, however,

to attempt to resolve any complaints at the local level as outlined above prior to contacting NCDEM or DHUD.

All comments or complaints submitted to the NCDEM or the DHUD shall be addressed in writing to:

Records of all comments, objections and/or complaints by citizens concerning the County’s CDBG program and
subsequent action taken in response to those comments shall be maintained on file at the County and shall be
made available for public inspection upon request.
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8. AMENDMENTS

The County may, from time to time, modify the provisions outlined herein through amendment to this Citizen
Participation Plan. It shall be the policy of the County to periodically review and discuss the effectiveness of this
Citizen Participation Plan in allowing citizen participation in the community development process and in helping
to meet the community development needs and goals identified by the citizens of the County. To this end, the
effectiveness of the Plan will be discussed at public hearings held in conjunction with the community
development program as discussed herein, and potential amendments to the Plan will be reviewed at this time.

Amendments to the Plan will be made as necessary. All amendments shall be approved by resolution of the
County and shall be incorporated into this Plan.

9. AUTHORITY
No portion of this Citizen Participation Plan shall be construed to restrict the responsibility and authority of the

elected officials of the County in the development, implementation, and execution of any Community
Development Block Grant program.

The Grant Finance Officer is directed to report quarterly on the financial status of each project
element in Section 4 and on the total grant revenues received or claimed.

Section 8. The Grant Finance Officer is directed to include a detailed analysis of past and future costs and
revenues on this grant project in every budget submission made to this board.

Policy Concerning Code of Conduct for Officers, Employees or Agents

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HYDE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS:

Section 1: No employee, officer or agent of Hyde County shall knowingly solicit or accept any form of gratuity from
any person, firm or organization whereby such gratuity shall in any way persuade or affect the outcome of the
award of any contract of which any part is supported by federal funds.

Section 2: No employee, officer or agent of Hyde County shall participate in the selection, or in the award or
administration of a contract supported by federal funds if a conflict of interest, real or apparent, would be involved.
Such a conflict would arise when the employee, officer or agent, member of his/her immediate family, his/her
partner, or an organization which employs, or is about to employ, any of the above individuals, has a financial or
other interest in the firm selected for award.

Section 3: No employee, officer or agent of Hyde County shall solicit nor accept gratuities, favors or anything of
monetary value from contractors, potential contractors, or parties to subagreements.

Section 4: If any employee, officer or agent shall knowingly violate any of the provisions of this policy, such
employee, officer or agent will be subject to such disciplinary measures as may be deemed appropriate by the Hyde
County Board of Commissioners or County Manager including, but not limited to, suspension without pay,
demotion, or dismissal.

Section 5: If any contractor or his agent violates any provision of this policy, such violation will constitute grounds
foraction deemed appropriate by the County Manager including, but not limited to, withdrawal from consideration
of any proposal or bid submitted by such contractor, withdrawal of award, or rescission of contract.

This policy shall become effective from and after its adoption by the Hyde County Board of Commissioners in an
open meeting.

If any part of this policy shall be found to be in conflict with any federal or State of North Carolina law, then that
portion of the policy can be amended to comply with the federal or state law without affecting the validity of the
other portions.

Procurement Standards Plan

Policy

Hyde County will comply with the terms and conditions of Federal and/or State funding that is awarded and
accepted, including but not limited to, the terms and conditions of Grant Contract, Title 2 CFR Part 200, and HUD
implementing regulations contained in 24 CFR 570.489(g) which are incorporated by reference and included
herein to the extent of its applicability. The County, as the recipient of Federal and/or State CDBG funds,
acknowledges its responsibility to and will adhere to the aforesaid North Carolina State and Federal
Procurement Policies.

Hyde County will, to the extent applicable, follow methods of procurement, procure by contracting with small,
minority firms, women’s business enterprises, and labor surplus area firms. Additionally, the County will
demonstrate contract cost and price awareness, and adhere to awarding agency review provisions (Title 2 CFR
Appendix |l to Part 200 — Contract Provisions for Non-Federal Entity Contracts under Federal Awards).

Plan

All procurement of goods and services by the County with CDBG grant funds shall be accomplished in
accordance with the regulations of Procurement Standards, where applicable, Recipient shall follow the
procurement standards established in the "Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, And Audit
Requirements For Federal Awards" (2 CFR Part 200) and HUD implementing regulations contained in 24 CFR
570.489(g), which explicitly prohibit cost plus a percentage of cost and percentage of construction cost methods
of contracting. In addition, all purchase orders and contracts shall include any clauses required by Federal
Statutes, Executive Orders, and implementing regulations including the Section 3 clause, per 24 CFR 570.489(g)
and 24 CFR 135.38, or the North Carolina General Statues applying to procurement in general by the North
Carolina municipalities and counties.

When the Federal and State regulations are different, the more restrictive regulations shall apply to the
procurement in question. Additionally, the County will adhere to the following guidelines during procurement of
goods and services with Federal funds:

¢ In all cases where goods or services are procured on the basis of one bid or proposal received, the County
will follow established principles included in OMB Circular A 87 to verify the reasonable cost of the
procurement, and shall contact the State agency supervising the grant program before making any contract
award on the basis of non-competitive negotiation.

e Underutilized businesses, including women-owned, and minority-owned enterprises shall be included on
bidders’ or professional services’ lists maintained by the County, and such firm(s) shall be solicited for all
competitive negotiations, small purchases, and informal and formal bids when such firms are potential

competitive sources for good and services.

¢ The County shall develop a written scope of work for each service to be awarded on the basis of competitive
negotiation, which shall include descriptions of tasks to be completed, project timetables, and outline of fee
proposal requirements. The statement of work shall also include a written selection procedure. All
competitive negotiations shall be awarded strictly on the basis of written selections procedures, and cost
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shall not be the sole or more important factor in selection of services through the use of competitive

negotiations.

Prior to any contract award, the County shall verify the contractor’s eligibility to participate in a federally-
assisted program.

No consultant or bidder shall assist in the evaluation of proposals or bid packages for contracts in which that
consultant or bidder has an indirect or direct interest. The County shall adhere to all applicable Federal and
State conflict of interest regulations in making contract awards.

The County shall request references, or check references, of contractors or firms who are awarded contracts
with Federal grant funds, and will request a written warranty for all goods and services provided through
small purchases requests.

The County shall not award any contract for federally-assisted projects on a contingency or cost plus
percentage of cost basis.

I. APPLICATION AND COVERAGE OF POLICY

Hyde County is committed to the policy that, to the greatest extent possible, opportunities for training and
employment should be given to lower income residents of the community development project area and
contracts for work in connection with federally assisted community development projects should be awarded
to business concerns located or owned in substantial part by persons residing in the Section 3 covered area, as
required by Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968. The County has developed and
hereby adopts the following Plan.

The County will comply with all applicable provisions of Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of
1968, as amended (24 CFR Part 135), all regulations issued pursuant thereto by the Secretary of Housing and
Urban Development, and all applicable rules and orders of the Department issued thereunder.

This Section 3 covered project area for the purposes of this grant program shall include the County and portions
of the immediately adjacent area.

The County will be responsible for implementation and administration of the Section 3 plan. In order to
implement the County’s policy of encouraging local residents and businesses to participate in undertaking
community development activities, the County will follow this Section 3 plan which describes the steps to be
taken to provide increased opportunities for local residents and businesses.

This Section 3 Plan shall apply to services needed in connection with the grant including, but not limited to,
businesses in the fields of planning, consulting, design, building construction/renovation, maintenance and
repair, etc.

When in need of a service, the County will identify suppliers, contractors or subcontractors located in the
Section 3 area. Resources for this identification shall include the Minority Business Directory published through
the State Department of Commerce, local directories, and Small Business Administration local offices. Word-of-
mouth recommendation shall also be used as a source.

The County will include the Section 3 clause and this plan in all contracts executed under this Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program. Where necessary, listings from any agency noted above deemed
shall be included as well as sources of subcontractors and suppliers. The Section 3 Plan shall be mentioned in the
pre-bid meetings and preconstruction meetings.

The prime contractor selected for major public works facility or public construction work will be required to
submit a Section 3 Plan which will outline his/her work needs in connection with the project. Should a need
exist to hire any additional personnel, the Hyde County Employment Security Commission shall be notified and
referred to the contractor.

Each contract for housing rehabilitation under the program, as applicable, for jobs having contracts in excess of
$100,000 shall be required to submit a Section 3 Plan. This Plan will be maintained on file in the grant office and
shall be updated from time to time or as the grant staff may deem necessary.
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Early in the project, prior to any contracting, major purchases or hiring, the County will develop a listing of jobs,
supplies and contracts likely to be utilized during the project. The County will then advertise the pertinent
information regarding the project including all Section 3 required information. The County will send the bid
information to the Division of Emergency Management (NCDEM) in order for DEM to distribute information
through its list-serve notification.

II. AFFIRMATIVE ACTIONS FOR RESIDENT AND BUSINESS PARTICIPATION

The County will take the following steps to assure that low income residents and businesses within the
community development project area and within the County are used whenever possible:

e List jobs through the NC Historically Underutilized Business (HUB) office;

e Refer potential employees and businesses to various state and local agencies for development and
training assistance;

e Place qualified residents and businesses on solicitation lists;

e Assure that residents and businesses are solicited whenever they are potential sources of contracts,
services, or supplies.

The County will place a display advertisement in the local newspaper containing the following information:

i. A brief description of the project

ii.  Alisting of jobs, contracts and supplies likely to be utilized in carrying out the project.

iii.  Anacknowledgement that under Section 3 of Housing and Community Development Act, local residents
and businesses will be utilized for jobs, contract and supplies in carrying out the project to the greatest
extent feasible.

iv.  Alocation where individuals interested in jobs or contracts can register for consideration

v. A statement that all jobs will be listed through and hiring will be done through the local office of the
North Carolina Employment Security Commission; a statement that all contracts will be listed with the
North Carolina Division of Purchase and Contracts; and a statement that potential employees and
businesses may seek development and training assistance through various state and local agencies, or
which the County will maintain a list for individuals and business concerns inquiring information

Low income residents and businesses will be informed and educated regarding employment and procurement
opportunities in the following ways:

i.  Advertisement in the local newspaper

ii. Posting of Section 3 Plan at the Hyde County Government Center Building
iii.  County Board meetings when project activities and schedules are discussed
iv. Notification to other agencies that provide services to low-income people.

The County will, to the greatest extent feasible, utilize lower income area residents as trainees and employees:

1. Encourage rehabilitation contractors to hire local area residents;
2. Encourage public works contractors to hire local area residents.

The County will, to the greatest extent feasible, utilize businesses located in or owned in substantial part by
persons residing in the area, and will:

1. Contract with local contractors to perform demolition activities, and housing rehabilitation activities.

2. Encourage public improvement contractors to hire local residents for site clearance work, hauling
materials, and performing other site improvements.

3. Encourage all contractors to purchase supplies and materials from the local hardware and supply stores.

[ll. RECORDS AND REPORTS

The County will maintain such records and accounts and furnish such information and reports as are required
under the Section 3 regulations, and permit authorized representatives of DEM, and federal agencies access to
books, records, and premises for purposes of investigation in connection with a grievance or to ascertain
compliance with this Section 3 Plan.

The County shall report annually the Section 3 numbers using the form HUD 60002 to DEM at the end of the
calendar year as part of the Annual Performance Report (APR).

IV. MONITORING COMPLIANCE

The County may require each applicable contractor to provide a copy of the Section 3 Plan and will monitor
compliance during the performance of the contract. Copies of all advertisements, notice, and published
information will be kept to document the implementation of the plan.

This Residential Antidisplacement and Relocation Assistance Plan is prepared by Wilson County, North Carolina,

Minimize Displacement

Consistent with the goals and objectives of activities assisted under the Act, Hyde County will take the following
steps to minimize the direct and indirect displacement of persons from their homes:

e Coordinate code enforcement with rehabilitation and housing assistance programs.
e Arrange for facilities to house persons who must be relocated temporarily during rehabilitation.

e Where feasible, give priority to rehabilitation of housing, as opposed to demolition, to avoid displacement.

e |f feasible, demolish or convert only dwelling units that are not occupied or vacant occupiable dwelling units
(especially those units which are “lower-income dwelling units” (as defined in 24 CFR 42.305).

e Target only those properties deemed essential to the need or success of the project.

e Attempt to locate comparable replacement housing in or near the neighborhood where demolition activities
occur to further minimize neighborhood disruption caused by the clearance activities.

e Avoid demolition of occupied severely deteriorated residential structures where possible through
substantial rehabilitation as opposed to clearance.

e Rehabilitate vacant, occupiable residential structures in CDBG programs as affordable housing for displaced
tenants to minimize neighborhood disruption caused by clearance activities.

A. Relocation Assistance to Displaced Persons

The County will provide relocation assistance for lower-income tenants who, in connection with an activity
assisted under the CDBG Program[s], move permanently or move personal property from real property as a
direct result of the demolition of any dwelling unit or the conversion of a lower-income dwelling unit in
accordance with the requirements of 24 CFR 42.350. A displaced person who is not a lower-income tenant, will
be provided relocation assistance in accordance with the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property
Acquisition Policies Act of 1970, as amended, and implementing regulations at 49 CFR Part 24.
